2011 – 2012 Scholarship Qualifications 

The Officers’ Spouses’ Club is pleased to announce its scholarship program for 2011.  Scholarships will cover the academic year 2011-2012.  The number and amount of scholarships awarded is based on funds allocated by the OSC Board through income generated during the OSC year (June 1, 2010 through May 31, 2011).
Individuals whose sponsors are active duty members of the United States Marine Corps, Navy, (or any of the sister services) currently stationed aboard MCAS Cherry Point may submit an application.  The sponsor may be officer or enlisted.  If the applicant’s sponsor is a retiree, the retiree must have been honorably retired from the United States Navy or the United States Marine Corps by the time the scholarship application is submitted.  Individuals whose United States Navy or United States Marine Corps sponsor is deceased may also apply.  For all applicants, both the sponsor (active duty or retired) and applicant (active duty, retired, or deceased) must live within a 50-mile radius of Cherry Point/Havelock.  
 
All applicants will be judged on the basis of educational achievements, written composition, and extracurricular activities.  Essays will be graded based on content, organization, closing paragraph, spelling and grammar.  Essays must be double spaced, typed in 12pt font with one inch margins, and should have a minimum of 250 words, but not exceed 350 words.  DO NOT INCLUDE YOUR NAME ON YOUR ESSAY.  This scholarship will be awarded without regard to gender, race, or creed of applicant, school attending, rate or rank of sponsor, or financial status.

The scholarships will be awarded in three categories:  (1) High school graduating seniors, (2) Current, full-time undergraduate college students seeking their first undergraduate degree, or family members planning to attend an accredited college at the undergraduate level full-time seeking their first undergraduate degree, and (3) Spouses planning to attend an accredited college at the undergraduate level part-time seeking their first undergraduate degree. 

The Scholarship will be disbursed to the college after registration to pay for tuition, fees, books, supplies, and equipment only.  Scholarships may not be used to cover room and board expenses.  The OSC Scholarship Committee must receive registration confirmation prior to disbursing of funds.  If documentation of full-time/part-time status is not provided, the scholarship will be forfeited.

If an OSC Scholarship recipient should later be awarded a full tuition and expenses scholarship such as ROTC or the Service Academies, he or she would be deemed ineligible, and the OSC Scholarship would be forfeited.

The deadline for filing an application is March 31, 2011.  Please review your application for accuracy and completeness.  Incomplete or late applications will not be accepted.   
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
